On June 25, 2014, Steven M. Zelich, age 52, of 8011 W. Lincoln Avenue, Apt. 1, West Allis, Wisconsin 53219, was taken into custody in connection with the death investigation originating on June 5, 2014 in the Town of Geneva, Walworth County, Wisconsin.

Victim number two has not been identified as of today’s date, and we are asking for the public’s help in identifying her.  She is described as possibly Caucasian, between the ages of 15 to 35, height 5’2” to 5’4”, weight 120 – 140 pounds with long, straight dark brown or black hair.  She has a pronounced overbite and crooked lower teeth, two piercings in each ear, and a quarter sized heart tattoo on the lower left abdomen/pelvic area.
